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The primary responsibility of the MMC Department of Campus Safety is to ensure a safe environment fof our

students, employees and visitors of the College. These responsibilities are within the frameworkilesMMC

regulations, and all local, state and federal TdwesCollege utilizes NYS licensed security officers to provide

security services at our facilities. The Department of Campus Safety is compriBa@atbraof Campus
Safety, twdecurity Supersors, proprietary NYS licensed security officers and a contracted NYS liceng
Security Company. These officers are assignédrsmon Hal(71' Street Campus)he 55th Street Residence
Hall and Cooper Square Residence Hall security desks 24 hoursawgydays a week and officers conduct
regular patrols of the building$e jurisdiction of campus safety officers is limited to MMC property.

Officers respond to service calls, control building access and investigate complaints. Members (
Department of Campus Safetip nothave arrest authority or polipeace officer status as described in the
New York State Criminal Procedure Law.

The Department of Campus Safety maintains a highly professional working relationship with the New Yor
Police Department and the police precincts that provide service to all MMC facilities. The Department
Campus Safety has former members of the NYPD on staff. These individuals are well versed in safety/s
matters and have extensive knowledge of pobcegure. They train, evaluate and monitor both theuse

and contracted New York State certified security gustds. does have a formal written Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) with the New York City Police Department. The investigation of anycormmetted

on campus falls under NYPD jurisdiction, and MMC security staff work closely with the NYPD relative to
police investigation of crimes committed on campus.

Initiating the Emergency Notification Sys{@uannectED) to Notify the Campus Community
MMC is fully committed to ensuring the campus community receives timely, accurate, and useful informa
the event of an emergency situation on campus or ioddlearea that poses a risk or immediate threat to the
health and safety of campus community.

The College has various systems in place for communicating inforquacikly. Some or all of theseethods of
communication may be activated for emergentifiaation to all or a segment of campus community.

Emergency information will be transmitted utilizitaginectcED, t he Col |l egeds mass
system, which allows MMC to send time sensitive information via voice, email and text Messkgesion to

The alert message will be sent to all members of the College commuBiayrnea#=dand advise currén
conditions.

Emergency information may also be broadcast on the building Public Address System, sent out via the (
email system and posted on the MMC webpage in order to disseminate information to the larger College
community. Individuals casall the College Inofmation Line (215170400) for a preecorded message about
the emergency. If the situation warrants, the College may establish additional phone lines to better comr
with the campus community during such an occurr@imeeCollegewill post updags during a critical incident
on the webpage.

The ConnecED service will enhance emergency preparedness and response at the College and enable
community to stay informed in the event of an emerg&myiect=D may not be utilized if the notification
will, in the professional judgment of responsible College officials, compromise efforts to assist victims or
respond to, or otherwise mitigate the emergency.

A Chemical, biological or radiologicaintaminants are accidentally or intentionally released into the
environment.

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Active Shooter or Armed Assailant / Building Lockdown

An activeshooter or armed assailant incident could occur on or near campus with little or no warning. This

would involve oneranore individuals armed witliearns or other dangerous weapon(s) intenkiimg or
injuringpeoplein a confined or populated ar&de following guidelines can help you reduce yisushould
such an incident ever occur on or near our campus. All members of the MMC Community will need to e
their best judgment to stay safe in any such situation.

In the event a dangerous situation develops that poses a serious threat to the College community, MMC

Employment Scams
